So you wanna quiz?




How does it work?
Bible Quizzing is similar to quick-recall academic games, or the old television quiz show, College Bowl.  Three teams of four quizzers each face a series of twenty questions with varying difficulty.  The first contestant to “jump” and then answer the question correctly gains points for his or her team; if the contestant answers incorrectly, the team loses points.
Quizzers cover a different portion of the New Testament (New International Version) each season.  The theme rotates every eight years and includes three of the four Gospels, the book of Acts, and various groups of the Epistles.  Top quizzers routinely memorize the entire portion—yes, entire books of the New Testament.  This gives them an important edge in game play, but even teens who memorize a few key passages will do very well.
Bible Quizzing requires more than just the ability to recite Scripture.  Players must also learn about the people and places mentioned and become familiar with exclamations, questions, parenthetical statements, Old Testament passages, and more.

Who can quiz?
	Although most of the churches who participate in our Bible Quizzing season are affiliated with the Christian and Missionary Alliance, teens in grades six through twelve who attend any “mainline” Christian church may participate in Bible Quizzing.  Each team may have up to five members, four of whom compete at once; the other serving as a substitute.  A church may have as many teams as it likes—ours typically has from 5 to nine teams!  Fox Island Bible Quizzing has at least one adult coach per team, and many of the quizzer’s parents also help out in various important capacities.







When are the meets?
	Each district schedules its own quiz meets (roughly 5-6 meets per year).  Our two-day meets consist of 20, 30, or more teams in our Pacific Northwest District who gather to play a series of games (quizzes), normally in a random or round-robin format, with second day of the meet being set apart for “bracket” competition determined by each team’s competitive success in the first day’s preliminary rounds.
	Meet competition usually starts in October, and the season ends with the Pacific Northwest District Championships, held in May.  For quizzers placing in the very top spots in the district, there can also be additional competitions, with an Invitational meet usually held in April, and the International Bible Quizzing Championships taking place in July.

What does it cost?
	Although the costs can vary from year to year, there is usually a fee of approximately $45 per participating quizzer.  However, there is always financial assistance and/or scholarships available to anyone who might need such help.  PLUS, this year, there has been a very generous donation given that will completely take care of every quizzer’s fee.
	Quizzers chosen to participate in either the Invitational or the International quiz meet will be expected to defray some of the costs associated with those events.

How do I get started?
	Just contact any of the Bible Quizzing coaches, pastors, or youth leaders, and then come to our weekly Sunday morning quiz practices, regularly held at 8:30, up in the 3rd floor youth room, during our church’s morning worship service.  We will provide your student with all the study aides and scripture packets, guidance and mentoring he or she will need.







That sounds like a lot…
	You MAY be thinking that is a lot of time, money, and effort to invest in an extra-curricular activity.  Perhaps you are beginning to wonder if it will be worth it, or if your students will even be interested.  But be sure of this… the reward of studying God’s word is obviously worth it!  Even with today’s hectic schedules, every teenager can find fifteen minutes in his or her day to study the Bible.  It may take some sacrifice, but fewer minutes on the telephone or in front of a TV or video game certainly won’t hurt.
	During those fifteen minutes each day, most teenagers can memorize three Bible verses.  That might not sound like much, but consider this:  If you begin memorizing on September 1, and methodically memorize an average of three verses each day, you will have memorized 540 verses by February 27.  That’s more verses than all of Galatians, Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, and Philemon!
	Awards and ribbons look nice on the wall or in the church trophy case, and scholarship money to an Alliance-related university certainly helps out at college (Yes… that’s available, too), but neither of those are the most important aspects of Bible Quizzing.  What’s really important is that the Word of God is grounded in the students’ hearts.  Long after the awards are collecting dust, the intimate knowledge of God’s Word continues in their hearts and souls.  In the end, that’s all that really matters.
