Who can quiz?
     Any student in the sixth through twelfth grade and between the ages of 12-19 can quiz. The Pacific Northwest league has opened its league up to churches outside of the Alliance denomination. There is a basic statement of faith form required for churches outside of the Alliance denomination. 
Why should kids quiz?

     Bible quizzing is an activity in which kids memorize scripture. Memorizing scripture is a wonderful discipline.  Quizzing creates an environment that makes memorizing scripture fun and motivates students to excel in this discipline.  Quizzing is a creative way to expose young children to God’s word at a deeper level. 

     Quizzing teaches good study skills and goal setting.  The simple act of memorizing improves other intellectual functions of the brain.  Goal setting is also an important life skill. Some kids choose to set a goal of three verses a week, while others push themselves to memorize entire books of the Bible. 

     Quizzing also gives the kids a chance to meet with other students throughout the league. In addition to pushing individual skills it also promotes teamwork and team responsibility and accountability.  


     You have decided that Bible quizzing would be a good program for your church to get involved in.  What happens next?  

What tools are needed to quiz?

     Most of the written materials for quizzing can be downloaded from the quizzing web site. These include the text of the material for the year, the rule book and a new coaches manual.  In addition you will need questions and a set of quizzing lights. Pre-printed questions and quizzing lights can be order from a quizzing supplier.  Suppliers are listed on the web site. There is also a downloadable program from the web site called Quiz Master’s Assistant that can help you write your own questions. Quizzing supplies can be ordered or downloaded from the following sites:  www.cmdquizzing.org; www.pnwquizzing.org; and www.biblquiz.com.
What other things should I have?

     In addition to the supplies needed just for quizzing, you will want to make sure everyone signs the basic youth ministry forms for your church. Basic forms would include medical release forms for participants in case of emergency and background checks for leaders. Check with your church leadership to determine which forms they require.  Many coaches also have the children sign commitment forms saying they will conduct themselves in a Christian manner and memorize a minimum amount of material for the year.   


How do I register with this league?

     You will need to go to the web site to register your students for the year and for each individual meet. 

What is the time commitment?

     The time commitment is considerable.  Individuals spend time memorizing every week and weekly practices are recommended.

How many competitions are there each year? 

     There are five district meets each year from September through March in which all teams can participate. In April there is an invitational meet for the top individual quizzers and in May there is a district championship meet for the top teams in the district.  At the end of the season the top five individuals in the league qualify to participate at the international competition. In September there is usually an optional Scramble meet, where the teams are scrambled for a just-for-fun competition.

What is the cost?

     There is a cost for each quizzer every year.  This amount is currently $40 for the year. Additionally, each team pays a fee for every meet.  Currently this cost is $25 per meet. Most of the other expenses will be travel expenses including food and transportation.  The league attempts to provide host housing through the hosting church for all participants. 


Is there anyone available to help me get started?

     Yes, the league will make every attempt to answer you questions. Are there pitfalls  to memorizing scripture for the purpose of competition?

     Of course, many good things if not done for God’s glory can be detrimental. There is no question that memorizing scripture is an honorable goal and an important scriptural discipline.  But it is less obvious that competition is an honorable goal. Competition is good when it motivates a person to push themselves to reach an honorable goal.  
     There are, however, negative aspects of competition.  It can lead to pride. But this character flaw and any other that arises from competition should be dealt with as we deal with any character flaws arising from any activity. Bring it in private to the individual, pray with them, and help them develop skills for overcoming evil.



     His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. Through these he has given us his very great and precious promises, so that through them you may participate in the divine nature and escape the corruption in the world caused by evil desires. For this very reason, make every effort to add to your faith goodness; and to goodness, knowledge; and to knowledge, self-control; and to self-control, perseverance; and to perseverance, godliness; and to godliness, brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness, love.      Bible quizzing is a competition between teams to see who can answer the most questions correctly over the Bible material assigned for the year.
